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Ann Prifrel was appointed Chief Development Officer of
Harry Chapin Food Bank in September 2024 and leads
strategic fundraising efforts for Southwest Florida’s largest
hunger-relief organization.

Before joining Harry Chapin Food Bank, Ann was Founding
CEO of St. Croix Valley Food Bank. Under her leadership,

the nonprofit’s annual budget grew to $9.4 million and
supported 60 food-relief programs in Western Wisconsin. Ann
developed and executed a $16 million capital campaign to
build a permanent facility, securing gifts from philanthropic
foundations, corporations and individuals, as well as federal
and state agencies. In its first year, the organization recorded
a 29% increase in individuals served, 44% increase in pounds of
food served and 71% increase in hunger-relief partners.

Previously, Ann served as Executive Director of United Way
St. Croix Valley, Executive Director of White Bear Area
Emergency Food Shelf and Co-founder of Shelf Saver,
a software solution for food pantries and food banks.

Ann earned a Bachelor of Arts degree in sociology and a
Master of Arts degree in human resources and industrial
relations from the University of Minnesota, Carlson School of
Management.
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
